HITTING THE STREETS TO SHAPE
YARRA'S FUTURE
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Yarra residents take pén to baper with théir ideas ahd feeb/back at Edinburgh Gardens.in December.

Residents, businesses and visitors
have turned out in droves to share
their ideas, aspirations and vision for
the future during stage one of
Yarra’s new community vision.

Between November 2020 and January
2021, 1,275 residents, businesses and
visitors provided their feedback to the
project. Of these people, 44% spoke
to us in-person at one of our pop-up
events held across Yarra, and 56%
engaged online via our Your Say

Yarra website.

The community vision will guide our
planning in Yarra over the next 15 years,
as we face challenges like a changing
climate and growing population.

It was fantastic to see young people so
actively engaged in the process, with
more 26 to 35-year-olds participating
than any other age bracket. We also
heard loud and clear from our culturally
and linguistically diverse communities,
with 20% of people speaking a
language other than English at home.
The consultation explored five themes

important to what kind of future we
want for Yarra:
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Mayor Cr de Vietri chats with community members at Alphington Park in December.

* Resilience — what makes a great
community in the face of uncertainty?

* Qur people — how do we make sure
we look after everyone in our
community?

e Spaces and places — who uses
council’s buildings and assets now
and in 2035?

 Sharing our streets — how do we
create streets for everyone?

e We're different — how do we protect
our diverse economy and community?

What's next for the project?

The feedback collected from the broader
community will be considered by a
randomly selected panel of residents
later this year, who will work together to
create the community vision.

BRINGING GERTRUDE STREET
BACK TO LIFE

In the heart of Melbourne’s COVID
lockdown, Gertrude Street resident
Peter Kaylor (PK) felt the huge
devastation that was occurring for
both local traders and residents.

“I could see a vibrant community
crumbling — some businesses were just
opening their doors for the first time
when they had to close,” said PK.

The feeling became
his motivation to
bring energy and the
Gertrude Street vibe
back to the precinct.

PK started People of Gertrude Street, a
community-based initiative to celebrate
and strengthen the Gertrude Street
community mid-lockdown and help
build a strong and resilient
neighbourhood. He began by
connecting with local traders to see
what support they needed to help them
get going again.
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“Qur traders needed support and
creative ways to help them recover from
lockdown,” said PK.

Businesses Handsom, Space Between
and Boom Studios offered their
enthusiasm and resources to help get
the idea off the ground.

"] wanted to do something to build a
community identity that we can all
belong to,” said PK.

With the support of a Yarra Council
COVID Recovery Grant, People of
Gertrude Street was able to launch their
first community campaign. They
distributed 50 disposable cameras to
traders, residents, workers and
personalities in the area to capture their
vision of Gertrude Street. Hundreds of
images have been taken that depict the
community, their vision, staff, families
and neighbourhood.

The colourful images have been digitised
and are available for traders to use in
promotions. They've also been turned
into footpath decals for people to see as
they walk through the area.

“The highlight has been the stronger
sense of community and hearing that
our small independent businesses are
doing a great trade. Seeing the
streetscape evolve with new outdoor
dining has been incredible and made our
street feel a lot more people centred.
The energy is incredible.”



“We've been able to
see the streetscape
change and evolve
post-lockdown, with the
new parklets bringing
energy and activity to
the street,” said PK.

PK is looking forward to working on
more projects and watching People of
Gertrude Street grow. He hopes it will
continue to create and promote a
destination for not just locals, but people
from all over Melbourne and Victoria.

“Gertrude Street is a rich tapestry of a
neighbourhood, where people who
work, live and visit the area come
together. Working on this project is
hugely rewarding,” said PK.

THRIVE AFTER COVID

Our Precinct Recovery Grants are
paving the way for an even more
vibrant and thriving post-COVID
economy.

Thanks to this funding, we've already
seen some fantastic initiatives, including
a Japanese food festival in Fitzroy, and a
beer trail across Collingwood. Other
initiatives include:

The People of Gertrude Street: telling
the stories of the people behind
Gertrude Street’s businesses through a
series of images and short films.

Your Hood with the Goods: campaign
encouraging people re-connect with
Fitzroy Village through online
marketing, competitions, signage

and merchandise.

Gertrude Saturdays: pop-up
entertainment and competitions
throughout December.

Queens Parade Christmas Market:
one-day family market, with footpath
trading, buskers, and a treasure hunt.
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This funding has also
supported creative
initiatives and localised
marketing campaigns
to get people engaged
and excited about what
their neighbourhood
has to offer.

The program provides individual grants
of up to $20,000 to eligible groups of
Yarra businesses — or businesses and
community members — to deliver
projects that activate, promote and
enhance our vibrant and much-loved
precincts. The total funding pool is
$160,000.

Round one of the grant program had
been a huge success, with nine projects
funded across Yarra's bustling precincts.
Applications for round two closed in
early February 2021, and will be
announced in the coming weeks.

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HAVE YOUR PLAY AT
GAHAN RESERVE

Being the first to try out a
playground - before it's even
open - is a pretty exciting thing
for any kid.

But for this group of Year 5s, this
inaugural play is more special.

This is a playground they all helped
design, making this first play at
Abbotsford’s Gahan Reserve Playground
even more exciting.

"I really like how the things we said we
wanted, | can see in the new park,” the
students told us.

The upgraded playground has logs
and rocks to climb, a basket swing,

a spinner to sit on, monkey bars and

a central tower like a treehouse which
works its way around the existing trees
and plants.

We knew how much children and
adults alike loved the old playground at
Gahan Reserve, so when it was due for
an upgrade, it was especially important
we got it right. Fortunately, we had a
savvy group of young playground
experts to help!

The group of Collingwood College
students have been part of the process
since the beginning, when they were
in Year 3.

We first asked the students what they
liked and didn’t like about the original
playground, and what they'd like to see
in a new one. They told us that the new
playground should have more climbing
equipment, better swings, and
something for older kids too.

We also asked locals, who told us how
much they loved the natural and green
setting of the playground, and how
important it was to keep this.

With this long list of ideas, we worked
with a landscape designer to come up
with some a plan that could work for
Gahan Reserve.

After that, we asked the community if
we had got the design right. The
Collingwood College students, now in
Year 4, were also keen to check out the
plans and tell us what they thought.

Now that we were sure the design
would meet the expectations and needs
of those who used it, we could finally
build the new playground.

“I'love it!" the students told us when
they were saw the final product. "I really
liked being asked what | wanted for

he park.”

"It was a really good process, to be
asked, to be listened to, and then to see
it here today.”

OUR NEW WASTE AND
RECYCLING SERVICE

For a long time, most of Australia
relied on other countries to take and
process our recycling. These
countries no longer accept our
recycling, which has caused a big
strain on local sorting stations. It has
also led to more waste being sent

to landfill.

Yarra has moved quickly
to find local solutions
to collect and process
our recycling. We now
only accept items that
can be recycled in
Australia. This will help
grow the industry,
create local jobs and
ensure we can continue
recycling successfully

in the future.

Because Yarra's waste is no longer
sent to other countries, your rubbish
and recycling service has also needed
to adapt.

We know this is a big change and it will
take some time to get it right. You can
find answers to some of your questions
about the new service here.
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What is contamination and why is it
a problem for recycling?

When your recycling is collected, it is
transported to a sorting facility where
the items are separated into different
streams. Contamination occurs when
the wrong items are placed in your
recycling bin. The contaminated items
are difficult to remove and often end up
ruining the quality of other recyclables,
decreasing the chance of them being
used in new products.

The most common examples of
contamination are:

 broken glass
e soft plastics, like plastic bags
e fabric or clothing.

What can | put in my new purple-
lidded recycling bin?

Your purple-lidded recycling bin is for
clean glass bottles and jars, with their
lids removed. By separating these into a
separate glass-only recycling bin, we can
prevent contamination from broken
glass in your yellow-lidded recycling bin.

What can go in:
e glass jars (empty, no lids)

 glass bottles, including broken bottles
(empty, no lids)

* wine, beer or spirit bottles
e olive oil and sauce bottles.

Different types of glass melt at different
temperatures, so they can't all be
recycled. This means we can’t accept
the following:

e glassware including cups or
wine glasses

* broken crockery and other ceramics
e window or mirror glass
e light bulbs

e glass food storage containers or
baking dishes (such as Pyrex)

e perfume bottles, vases and other
decorative glass items

e lids or corks.

FOUR BINS FOR ALL
VICTORIANS
To improve recycling across the

state, the Victorian Government
has announced a four-bin waste

and recycling system will be rolled
out with all councils. Some areas
already have some or all of these
bins, with the goal of most
households having the new system
by 2030. Read more at vic.gov.au

What's changed for the yellow-
lidded recycling bin?

We are only collecting items that can be
recycled in Australia. This means that
some plastics can no longer go in your
yellow bin. We accept bottles made
from plastics 1 and 2 and other
containers made from plastic 5.

To check what type of plastic the item

is made from, look for the triangle with
the number inside. It looks like this €
and is usually on the bottom of the item.

Just like before, you can still place the
following items in your yellow bin:

e clean paper

e cardboard

e aluminium cans and foil

e plastic bottles, labelled 1 or 2 (lids off)

e plastic food containers labelled 5 (Ice
cream containers, yoghurt containers,
butter tubs and meat trays).

[tems that do not belong in the
yellow bin:

e glass of any kind
e plastic bags and soft plastics

e plastic items labelled 1 and 2 that are
not bottles

e all plastics labelled 3,4,6 and 7
e coffee cups and lids
e aerosol cans

e drink cartons and Tetra Paks.

What can | do with my soft plastic
rubbish?

Soft plastics include plastic bags, freezer
bags, cling wrap and other plastics you
can easily scrunch in your hand.

These items can be placed in a REDcycle
bin at participating supermarkets such as
Coles or Woolworths. Your soft plastics
will be converted into bollards, decks,
furniture and more. Find your closest
REDcycle bin at redcycle.net.au

We also accept soft plastics at our
recycling drop-off centre in Clifton Hill.

GOING SOLAR: CLIFTON HILL RESIDENTS
ACHIEVE ENERGY FREEDOM

Long-term Clifton Hill residensts
Amaryll and her partner Diana

built their home with sustainable
design and construction at the heart
of the project.

They originally owned two neighbouring
1920s cottages in Clifton Hill that were
unfortunately unfit for renovation.
Instead of demolishing and building a
single house, they chose to build two
new sustainable townhouses. One to live
in, and one to rent.

“Some of the materials used to build the
house have come from the old house

— we recycled as much as we could,”
Amaryll said.

Amaryll and Diana
wanted to install the
largest solar arrays their
roof space would allow,
resulting in 55 solar
panels across both
townhouses.

The all-electric townhouses have
achieved a very high sustainability rating,
not only for using solar power but also
for the efficient and ethical design.

The homeowners don't pay any energy
costs for many months of the year, and
pay only a small amount over winter.

“Our home is largely self-sufficient.
There is no gas connection, and the solar
energy system generates more electricity
than used over the year. About 60
percent of the generation goes back to
the grid,” Amaryll said.

Amaryll and Diana applied the same
sustainability ethos to the neighbouring
property that they rent out. They are
strongly connected to the local
community and wanted to create
buildings that would last and provide
energy freedom for future generations.
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Amaryll and Diana at their very sustainable property in Clifton Hill.

They were also motivated to support the
local renewables industry.

“We wanted to do more than just cover
our electricity needs. We maximised our
investment in solar and batteries
because we felt the more of us that do
this, the stronger the industry becomes.”

“That's what Australia needs right now,
a clean energy industry that keeps
growing. Prices will come down too,
making it more affordable for others,”
said Amaryll.

Around 80% of Yarra's carbon
emissions come from electricity and
gas use in home and office
buildings. As we continue to grow,
there’s a clear need - and
opportunity — to reverse this trend.

That's why we're working to introduce
zero-carbon standards for new
developments as part of our
commitment to the climate emergency.

These new standards raise the bar on

our existing environmentally sustainable

design standards. They will make sure
new buildings are completely fossil fuel
free, powered by 100% renewable
energy, with no connection to gas.

DESIGNING ZERO-
CARBON BUILDINGS

At Yarra, we're committed to
urgent climate action. Already,
every eligible planning application
must incorporate environmentally
sustainable design, which includes
materials used, and energy and
water efficiency.

Zero-carbon buildings typically:

¢ are highly energy efficient
through excellent design,
insulation, glazing, lighting,
cooling and heating and hot
water systems

don't use gas

are solely powered by
renewable electricity through
rooftop solar, and buying
renewable energy from
large-scale wind or solar farms

have electric vehicle charging
infrastructure

are built with materials with a
low carbon footprint

use carbon offsets for any
remaining carbon emissions.

Zero-carbon living

We're already seeing some leaders in
the development industry respond to a
growing demand in the community for
healthy, zero-carbon, and climate-
resilient homes and workplaces.

This all-electric, fossil-fuel free apartment
building has achieved a high
sustainability standard, with clever
insulation and design innovation
reducing residents’ reliance on artificial
heating and cooling. Rainwater from a
10,000 litre tank irrigates plants and
flushes toilets.

Ford Street townhouses, Clifton Hill

These two townhouses were designed
and built to make sure very little energy
would need to be drawn from the grid.
Most energy is generated from solar
panels and stored in batteries, and there
is no gas connection. Clever design,
which makes the most of winter sun,
also helps the townhouses achieve their
high energy rating.

Make sure your dog or cat is
microchipped and registered with us by
the time its three months old. This also

needs to be renewed before

10 April each year.

Since restrictions have eased and the
weather has warmed up, you and your
new little buddy may be finding
yourselves out and about in the parks,
gardens and streets of Yarra more than
ever. We've got a few tips to keep you,
your pet and others safe.

Always carry a bag to pick up
your dog’s poop and dispose of it
in a bin or at home.

It reduces the
chance of fighting with other cats and
stops unwanted kittens.

Look out for signs of separation anxiety
in your dog. If your dog is fretting or
barking more after your daily schedule
has changed, consult an animal
care professional.

Don't let your dog jump on people,
especially children, without invitation
— this breaches local laws. Even friendly
dogs can scare some people. Just
because someone is in an off-leash
area, it doesn’'t mean they want to
engage with your dog.

Don't ever keep your pet in a vehicle
on a hot day even with the windows
down and you are parked in shade.
Animals can easily overheat.

Don’t walk your dog off-lead anywhere
other than our designated off-leash
areas — you can find these at
yarracity.vic.gov.au/dogs

Don't let your dog to dig holes
anywhere, especially on our sports
grounds. This can cause damage and
lead to players injuring themselves.

Don't let your cats stay out at night.
They can kill wildlife and fight with
other cats. Keep them indoors,
or make sure your yard is secure.

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HELP PROTECT YARRA'S FLYING-FOXES

Did you know that Yarra is home to
Melbourne’s largest Grey-headed
flying-fox colony? The colony at
Yarra Bend Park can grow up to over
40,000 flying-foxes in summer, from
less than 4,000 in winter!

These little guys help to
pollinate native plant
species, travelling far
greater distances than
some birds and bees —
in fact, a single flying-
fox can disperse 60,000
seeds in one night!

It's important that we take steps to
protect our colony of Grey-headed
flying-foxes, particularly as they can play
a huge ecological role in regenerating
Victoria’s native forests after a
devastating bushfire season last summer.

You can contribute to their protection by
doing the right thing in your own
backyard, and not using unsafe netting
on fruit trees.

Hundreds of native birds and animals are
killed in fruit tree nets, and in Melbourne
alone, between 350 and 500 Grey-
headed flying-foxes are rescued from
netting every year. Many don't survive.

When a Grey-headed flying-fox is
rescued from netting, it requires 21 days
of care to ensure they have no wing
die-off. If a female is caught in a net, she
may be foraging for fruit to produce
milk for a pup. The pups cannot survive
more than two days alone, and Grey-
headed flying-foxes only produce a
single pup in any given year.

To help tackle this problem, the Victorian
Government recently moved to ban fruit
tree netting that can kill or harm wildlife.
Unsafe netting will be illegal come
September 2021.

What you can do

e Don't wait until September — you
can protect Yarra’s flying-foxes and
our other native animals by not
using unsafe netting on your fruit
trees today.

e Use net bags or fruit socks to
protect bunches of fruit or individual
branches, rather than netting
whole trees.

e Leave what you don't need to
share with wildlife.

e Remove old netting that is not
protecting fruit, and check netted
trees every day to ensure the nets are
not loose and no animals are trapped.

e Dispose of old netting responsibly.

e Report it — if you see any wildlife
trapped in netting, call Wildlife
Victoria on 8400 7300 or visit
wildlifevictoria.org.au.

What's makes netting unsafe?

e Any netting with holes greater than
5mm by 5mm when fully stretched
is unsafe. If you can poke your
finger through, then it is capable
of injuring wildlife.

¢ Netting with an individual strand
diameter of 500 microns or more
(0.5mm) is also unsafe.

e Wildlife can't easily see black, dark
green or grey netting.
